17/02-15-5 Notice of Vacancy in Office of Councillor

in the March issue of Utterby Voice with a deadline of 17t March 2017 to receive applications.

The Chairman extended the Council’s welcome.to Clir Graham Dalton, who is attending his first Council
meeting. ClIr Dalton has signed his Declaration of Acceptance of Office and has completed and returned
his Declaration of Interests. The Clerk will send copies to ELDC for notification.

The Council also noted that ClIr Nicola Mackin has declared her intention to resign. However, she has yet
to send a formal notice to the Chairman.

The Council re-considered the report of the Chairman with regards to the minutes of the Personnel Panel
and accompanying background documents. The Council noted the advice from the ELDC Monitoring
Officer. The employment contract required a few amendments but the overall terms and conditions agreed
were compatible with the model employment contract issued by the National Association of Local Councils.
